Intense garnet colour with the essence of menthol notes on the 
nose mixed with blackcurrant fruit and a range of wild red forest 
fruit aromas.  Generous and seductive palate, cascading flavours 
offering a nice warm touch of spices mixed with redcurrant and a 
hint of liquorice. The mouth-feel is smooth and creamy all around, 
with an expansive finish displaying well-integrated soft tannins, 
which will ensure long ageing.
